· First we need (2) two Capital Partners from each Church

· They will find a minimum of (10) ten people each that will pledge ($5.00) a Week ($20.00 a month or ($240.00) for the Year.

· (37) Churches X (20 People) = 740 People      Our Goal is to find (750+ People)
· $20.00 X (740 People) = $14,800.00 a (Month)

· Both (Capital Partners) from each Church will collect and send (Together) ($100.00) a week to the Kingston Lake Education & Business Center
· (37) Churches X $100.00 = $3,700.00

· $3,700.00 X (4) Weeks = $14,800.00 for the Month

Note:  Here is how we can raise a significant amount of money in a short period!

· (37) Churches X (20 People) = 740 People

· $20.00 X (12 Months) = $240.00

Note:  If Half (370 People) (within the next 30 days) Pay their Pledges for the Year - Up Front

$240.00 X (370 People) = ($88,800.00) available for immediate use.
Note:  Why is it important to pay ($240.00) Up Front?
   First we need approximately ($80,000.00) to complete the Gym and get the Kitchen operational.  Once both are operational they will start to provide an immediate source of income.  The Gym will produce income by providing a (650+ seat) banquet room and can host community basketball leagues.  Our Kitchen will produce a major revenue source by providing food (Catering) for the banquet room.  Additionally, it can be used, along with the gym as a full service family style restaurant on Friday Evenings, All Day Saturday and on Sundays.  With a quality food product, good service and a conscious effort by the members of the Kingston Lake Missionary Baptist Association to come and support this dining facility, we can be assured of an excellent financial return on our investment.   
Gym Completion: Cost Estimate: ($50,000.00)

· We need to install (4) four Air Condition Units in the Gym, 
· Install  (2) retractable basketball goals
· Repair/clean/mark the gym floor
· Complete major cleaning/painting.

Kitchen Completion: Cost Estimate: ($30,000.00)  
· Install a new fire suppression system inside the ventilations hood
· Walk-in reefers and all existing equipment require servicing

· Purchase Ice machine, and Commercial stove with Large, pots pans and kitchen utensils 
· Set up trash (Dumpster) and used grease removal

· Get facility certified by DHEC and purchase business license.
